SADC Executive Secretary to Visit Ke Nako Africa- the Exhibition
The Executive Secretary of the Southern African Development Community (SADC) Dr Tomaz Augusto Salomão visited Ke Nako Africa- the Exhibition in Johannesburg, South Africa on 24 June 2010. Dr Salomão held bilateral talks with Germany’s Federal Minister for Economic Cooperation and Development, Dr Nick Niebel.   

SADC is part of the Ke Nako Africa- the Exhibition initiative which runs throughout the duration of the 2010 FIFA World Cup at the International Football Village, located at the Birchwood Hotel and Conference Centre, in Johannesburg, South Africa. 

Ke Nako Africa is presenting African and international actors from politics, sport, business and culture with an exciting exhibition and an ambitious programme which includes panel discussions, cultural events and youth activities. 
Already attracting an average of about 3 000 visitors a day, the Ke Nako Africa concept features two main elements: the Ke Nako Africa Exhibition, which is a platform for actors from Africa and the world, and the Ke Nako Africa Programme, where political meetings, cultural events, youth activities, and discussion forums on topics such as water, sanitation and hygiene, energy, sport and business, ICT, and investment are organized.
Ke Nako Africa is an initiative by Sport and Recreation South Africa, a government department, whose vision is to create ‘An Active and Winning Nation’. SADC is one of the partners and is participating under its SADC 2010 Investment Promotion Programme. Launched by the SADC Heads of States and Government at their last summit in the Democratic Republic of Congo, SADC 2010 aims to build awareness about SADC and showcase the investment opportunities the region has to offer. 

Other partners include the Artists Trust of Southern Africa (ARTSA), the German Development Cooperation, the Youth Development through Football programme and WASH United, an NGO campaign on water, sanitation and hygiene.
